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Since the 2007 Saffron Revolution, about
forty Burmese Buddhist monks who led and par-
ticipated in peaceful prayers and protests against
the military regime escaped from Burma and ar-
rived in the United States. Out of the forty, be-
cause of the difficulties in finding benefactors
and supporters for their monk-hood, only seven
have been able to remain on as monks in this
country.

We are presently trying to found a new tem-
ple and monastery to house the remaining Saf-
fron monks in the United States and to support
others who may arrive in the coming years to pro-
vide services to Burmese immigrants.

Current activities of the exiled
Saffron Monks in United States

In the US the Burmese Saffron monks have spo-
ken at over twenty five major universities, includ-
P . ing Harvard, Columbia,
Duke, Johns Hopkins,
and American Univer-
sity. They have made ap-
pearances at over twenty
movie theaters and ral-
lies to bring awareness
of the Burmese struggle
for democracy. The Saffron Monks’ organization
is active in supporting the monks imprisoned in
Burma and those monks
escaping from Burma.

Looking Ahead

As Buddhist monks we
intend to help preserve
the Burmese traditions
by teaching individuals,

families and young chil-
dren living in the United
States about our culture,
language, literature, and
religion. We see the need
within Burmese commu-
nities in the US to learn
Buddhist teachings and
Burmese cultural practices. Our monastery can
offer services for Buddhist religious celebrations
of various important occasions such as births,
deaths, marriages, holidays, novice monks’ initia-
tions, and monks’ ordinations.

Saffron Monks
In August and September of >
2007 tens of thousands of ./ 1§ g
monks in Burma came out .
on the streets chanting the
Metta Sutta prayers of loving-
kindness to bring attention to
all the people suffering from
the severe economic hardship
made worse by sudden fuel
price increases imposed by
the regime.
The Burmese military
junta cracked down on the
protesting monks by falsely

! " accusing them of being ter-
" rorists. The attack on the
monks resulted in many ar-
rests, tortures, and killings of
the monks, and many monas-

teries were shut down.
At present there are about
450 known monks in prison.
Many others went into hiding
as laypersons. Some of these
monks managed to escape to
neighboring countries and
a few of these monks have
come as refugees to live in

the United States.
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
